Rhetoric & Music

= Rhetoric = the art of persuasion
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= Three types of appeal affordances of music
Iyrics, poetic emphasis/meter/thythm/
* logos thyme, refrain/repetition, pairing of

text and tone, harmonics

. pathos accent and volume, tone, syllabifica-
tion (holding or shortening syllables
and sounds), moodjgenre of music,
scale and key signature, harmonics

¢ ethos quality of singers’ voice, musicians’
virtuosity, and artists’ stories convey
akind of integrity
